We can
see if alternative arrangements can be made.

3. Show Dates

The show will be performed from Tuesday 21 November to Saturday 25 November at The
Rosemary Branch, Islington. Each performance will start at 7.30pm and you will be called at
least an hour beforehand to warm up.The dress rehearsals will be on Sunday 19 November all
day and Monday 20 November. On Monday you will preferably be available from midday on-
wards but if this is impossible for you, it’s not vital.

4. Rehearsals

First rehearsal (depending on cast availability) on Monday 25 September. Rehearsals will be
mainly on Monday evenings (6pm and 10pm) and Sunday afternoons/evenings (12pm and
8pm). You might not be needed for every single rehearsal. All rehearsals will be in central
London. A rehearsal schedule will be created as soon as possible, once the cast’s availability
dates are all accounted for.

5. About You

You can be anyone. | am looking for people who jump right in and enjoy the process of devising
and improvising. If you love the safety net of a script or need to know what is coming next this is
not the project for you! Devised pieces rely heavily on the lovely personalities of the cast so be
yourself - | want to see what you bring and will be looking to recruit a diverse and interesting
group of people.
